Writing Instructions for Articles





back
The article should not exceed 10 pages including tables, diagrams and bibliography. The text should be written in single line spacing, using “Times New Roman”, letter size 11 pts. Each change of paragraph should be followed by a 6pt. space. 

1) The first page includes:

· The title of the article typed in BOLD CAPITAL  LETTERS, centered, in “Times New Roman”, size 12pt. followed by an empty line

· The name and surname of the author(s) typed in lower case letters, Bold, italics, in “Times New Roman”, size 12pt.

· The author(s) institutional affiliation(s) typed in lower case letters, italics, in Times New Roman, size12pt.

Skip a line

· ABSTRACT: At the left margin, in BOLD, UNDERLINED CAPITAL  LETTERS, typed in Times New Roman, size 11pt.

· This is followed by a text of up to 150 words, typed in single line spacing, with Times New Roman, size 11pt.

Skip 2 lines

· 3-4 Key words

Skip 2 lines

· This is followed by the main text typed in single line spacing, with Times New Roman, size 11pt. Change of paragraph: 6pt.

2) A decimal system numbering of up to three levels is used for the headings of the chapters:

· I. FIRST LEVEL: At the left margin, with BOLD CAPITAL LETTERS, in Times New Roman, size 11pt.

· II. SECOND LEVEL: At the left margin, with bold lower case letters, in Times New Roman, size 11pt.

· III. THIRD LEVEL: At the left margin, in lower case italics, in Times New Roman, size 11pt.

3) Tables and Charts are placed in the text after the relevant remark. 

They are numbered by Chapters, e.g. Table 2.1:, Chart 3.2: and followed by the legend. The same numbering is also used for equations where the numbers are put in parentheses at the right margin of the text, e.g. (4.1).

4)  The margins of the pages are:

· Up: 4cm

· Down, left, right: 3cm

5) Bibliographic quotations in the text are numbered in brackets, e.g.[7].  BIBLIOGRAPHY comes at the end of the text, with the title at the left margin, in BOLD  CAPITAL LETTERS, typed in Times New Roman, size 11pt. A full, numbered bibliographic quotation follows, e.g.:
[1] Surname, Name (1997), “Full title of the article or book”, Title of magazine underlined, Volume/number of magazine or publishing house of book, pages.

6) Pages are not numbered!!!

7) Authors are requested to hand in their full paper in a hard copy and in a diskette at  the registration desk during the Conference.
Papers that are delivered later will not be accepted.
